Homework Policy

Homework is often a revision of what was covered in class. As well as regular weekly
homework, your child may have assessments such as assignments or projects with
due dates. A key to success is being organised.

Students in K-6

Homework activities are given to the class on a weekly basis. Homework tasks may
include:

o A maths task designed to consolidate work in the classroom.
e A spelling task using the spelling words.
« A reading log which students should complete after their nightly reading.

All homework is discussed before it is sent home and is marked either by the class
teacher or as a group in class. It is our expectation that every student shall complete
the assigned tasks.

As partners in your child’s learning journey, we encourage all parents to download
Seesaw. This is a student-driven digital portfolio, allowing teachers and students to share
what they are learning. Seesaw is a useful tool for parents/caregivers to connect with the
classroom, discuss learning activities and celebrate student achievements.

Medication and Allergies

Allergies and asthma / Anaphylaxis

It is important for you to inform the principal and the school if your child has asthma or
allergies — not just those diagnosed as severe or food allergies. Anaphylaxis is a severe
and sudden allergic reaction to allergens such as nuts or shellfish, or insect bites.

If your child is diagnosed with asthma or at risk of an anaphylactic reaction, you must
provide the school with information from your child’s doctor, including an Action Plan
for Anaphylaxis in accordance with the Australasian Society of Clinical Immunology and
Allergy (ASCIA).

The school will develop an individual health care plan to describe your child’s needs
and how the school plans to meet these needs during the school day, on excursions
and in other school activities such as sport.

Schools and parents work together to put arrangements in place for health care support.
Information from the child’s doctor that you provide will inform the planning process.

On-going Medication

When a medical practitioner has prescribed medication that must be administered
during the school day, parents/carers must:

- Notify the school

- Provide up to date information as required

- Supply the medication and any ‘consumables’ necessary for its
administration in a timely way

The administration of such medication forms part of the Department's common law duty
of care to take reasonable steps to keep students safe while they attend school.

The administration of prescribed medication in schools is carried out by staff who
volunteer and who are trained. Except in an emergency, only individual staff members
who have volunteered and been trained will administer prescribed medication to
students.

Parents/carers of children who require prescribed medication to be administered at
school must complete a written request document.

Students must not carry medications unless there is a written agreement between the
school and the student's parents/carers.



Policies and procedures on absences, lateness or leave requests

Student Leave During the Term

Families are encouraged to holiday or travel during school vacations. Holidays taken by
students outside of school vacation periods are included as absences.

Accepting or declining an application for leave is at the discretion of the principal.
Section 14 of the Student Attendance procedures states, ‘a principal should not accept
a reason for travel during school term if it is not in the best interests of the student. This
includes educational, social and participation reasons.’

If the principal does not believe the absence is in the student’s best interests and does
not accept the reason, the absence will be recorded as ‘A’. In this case, a Certificate of
Extended Leave — Holiday will not be issued.

If the period of absence is in excess of 50 days, the student may be eligible to enrol in
Distance Education. Please contact the school to enable us to help you.

Extended Leave of Absence/Travel

Since 2015 family holidays and travel during school terms are no longer considered
under the Exemption from School procedures. Travel outside a vacation period is now
counted as an absence.

Parents may apply for a Certificate of Extended Leave by completing an application
form stating the reasons for the leave and including relevant travel documentation. This
is required for leave of 5 or more days.

Application for Extended Leave of Absence/Travel forms are available from the office.
Attendance and absences

Parents of children from Kindergarten to Year 6 must ensure their children attend school
every day. On occasion, your child may need to be absent from school. Justified
reasons for student absences may include:

- Being sick or having an infectious disease

- Having an unavoidable medical appointment

- Being required to attend a recognized religious holiday

- Exceptional or urgent family circumstances eg attending a funeral

Parents must provide an explanation for absences to the school within 7 days from the
first day of any period of absence. Where an explanation has not been received within
the 7-day timeframe, the school will record the absence as unjustified on the student's
record.



Policy on anti-bullying

Strathfield North Public School rejects all forms of bullying behaviour including online
(or cyber) bullying. Bullying of any kind is not acceptable in NSW schools.

The NSW__anti-bullying website brings together information and resources for
teachers, students, parents and carers. It helps to identify, prevent and respond
effectively to student bullying, including online bullying. It provides information about
online safety and what you can do if your child has been bullied, witnessed bullying or
been involved in bullying.

Connector Merits
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School Curriculum

English
English study is mandatory in NSW from Kindergarten to Year 12.

Students learn about the English language through written, spoken and visual texts of
increasing complexity as they progress through their schooling.

An understanding of the English language is central to how we communicate and
essential for intellectual, social and emotional development.

The study of English should develop a love of literature and learning and be
challenging and enjoyable. It develops skills to enable students to experiment with
ideas and expression, to become active, independent and lifelong learners, to work
with each other and to reflect on their learning.

Mathematics
The study of mathematics is mandatory from Kindergarten to Year 10.

By studying mathematics, students learn to work mathematically — developing fluency,
understanding, problem-solving, reasoning and communication skills.

The syllabus consists of the following strands:

e number and algebra
« measurement and geometry
« statistics and probability.

Science and Technology
Science and technology is mandatory for all students from Kindergarten to Year 6.

In science and technology, students explore the natural and made worlds. They learn
how to apply scientific and technological skills, knowledge and understanding across
a broad range of contexts.

Science provides a way of inquiring about the world around us. It explores evidence
and investigates ways to discover, develop and produce solutions to real world
problems. The inquiry and skill-based nature of science opens doors to ideas and
discoveries.



Creative Arts

In creative arts, students discover a variety of art forms through a study of dance,
drama, music and visual arts where they learn to appreciate, compose, listen, make
and perform.

Each art form has its own unique knowledge and skills, elements or concepts as well
as a capacity to inspire and enrich lives.

Personal development, health and physical education

Personal development, health and physical education (PDHPE) is mandatory from
Kindergarten to Year 10.

The NSW Education Standards Authority (NESA), expect students to participate in
PDHPE for between 1.5 and 2.5 hours per week in Kindergarten to Year 6.

PDHPE provides students with opportunities to explore issues that are likely to impact
on the health, safety and wellbeing of themselves and others — now and in the future.
Students also participate in challenging and enjoyable physical activity, improving their
capacity to move with skill and confidence.

Human society and its environment (HSIE)

The subjects of history and geography are mandatory from Kindergarten to Year 10,
where students study specific historical and geographical concepts and skills.

In HSIE, students explore varied subjects in human society and its environment to
learn about history, geography, people, societies and culture.

Students also have an opportunity to learn more about people and the societies and
environments in which they live through elective subjects.

A large number of individual subjects make up the key learning area of HSIE in which
students:

« research, gather and analyse information
e question and make judgements
« write for a variety of purposes.



Community Languages

Strathfield North Public School offers 3 community languages. All students will have the
opportunity to learn either Chinese, Korean or Italian. Students of these backgrounds
are given priority.

These languages form the school’s community language program which supports the
maintenance, development and acquisition of community languages and assists
communities to improve the language learning of children and young people from K-12

Religion and ethics

At Strathfield North Public School, Special Religious Education (SRE) and Special
Education in Ethics (SEE) are delivered on Wednesday afternoons from 2.00pm-
2.30pm for K-2 students and 2.30pm-3.00pm for 3-6 students.

On enrolment parents/carers are given the SRE and SEE participation letter to
complete and return to indicate their preference for religion or ethics class. After the
initial enrolment, notification of changes to a child’s enrolment in SRE/SEE should be
given to the school office in writing.

We have developed partnerships with Briars Sports Club so that students can learn
to play lawn bowls with volunteer coaches. Students have the option to participate
in Friday Dance Sport. Students in Years 2 to 6 can elect to be a part of the Learn
to Swim program at Cabarita Pool on Friday afternoons starting in September through
to December.

Critical and Creative Thinking Groups

Critical and Creative thinking groups are part of the school's program for students who
do not attend PSSA games on Friday. Students work in small groups where they solve
problems or tasks that prepare them with skills and strategies for the 215 century.

Dance Fitnhess

Strathfield North Public School offers Years 3-6 the option of participating in dance
class to be held during Friday sport. This program gives students in Years 3-6 the
opportunity to develop fundamental movement skills through explicit dance instruction.
The 1-hour sessions include several dance class activities including a warm-up,
core/floor/centre/corner work and learning a short dance routine to consolidate skills
during the summer and winter PSSA season.

School dance is taught by Sally Dangar. Sally is an experienced professional dance
teacher who has knowledge of the school through her involvement in SNPS’ Wakakirri
program. Friday dance is offered in both the Summer and Winter PSSA seasons.

Lawn Bowls (winter)

The Lawn bowls program is an extra program run by volunteers at Greenlees bowling
club. This program runs in our Winter PSSA season. Students attend a lawn bowl lesson
week each Friday. This program is open to 30 students who are not in a winter PSSA
team.

Swimming Lessons (summer)

Each Friday afternoon in line with our Summer PSSA programs students are invited to
express interest in the learn to swim program. Students take a bus to Cabarita pool
and have a 40minute swimming lesson. This program is subject to interest.

Classroom Performing Arts Program

Strathfield North Public School provides students with an inclusive and supportive
specialist performing arts program. The school provides specialist instruction in music,
drama, visual arts and dance to support their attainment of the Creative Arts K—6
primary curriculum.

Music Program

All students at Strathfield North Public School participate in music lessons allowing
students to develop their playing, singing, listening and composing independently and
within a class ensemble. These lessons are taught by a music specialist and are
aligned with the mandatory Creative Arts K—6 primary curriculum.

Dance Program

The SNPS dance program provides all students with the opportunity to learn and
participate in dance. Students receive quality dance instruction from an industry
professional focusing on the elements of dance, fundamental movement and
performance. Students consolidate their learning by performing their group dance with
lighting and sound on our newly renovated school stage.

Visual Arts

The Visual Arts is a valued and integral learning area, with students from Kindergarten
to Year 6 participating in visual arts lesson with their classroom teachers. Students
learn about the visual elements of art through practical hands on activities that develop
skills, techniques and processes. Students respond to artists and their artworks,
talking and thinking about art within and beyond their own region and culture.

Drama Program

Drama involves students making, performing and appreciating through various roles,
dramatic contexts, elements and forms. Students are provided with instructions in
script writing, filmmaking and digital content creation to express ideas and concepts
in a variety of key learning areas.



Extra Curricular Programs
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Strathfield North Public School Wakakirri

Wakakirri is a creative and performing arts initiative whereby students combine their
skills and talents in movement, drama, dance and acting by taking the stage to tell
stories. Wakakirri is a wonderful opportunity for kids to develop teamwork and
performing skills, culminating in an exciting performance in front of thousands of
people.
